Welcome to the 2021-2022 school year. Although this will be a unique year, the staff and I are looking 

forward to a fun-filled year of learning. School re-opens on Thursday, September 9, 2021, for all 

students.  We ask that all parents monitor their child for symptoms that could be Covid related prior to 

sending your child to school. Those symptoms include fever, sore throat, vomiting, loss of taste of smell, 

have a fever of 100º or higher, child test positive or have been in close contact with someone who tested 

positive. If your child meets any of these criteria, they should be should not attend school and we 

recommend they be seen by a physician prior to returning. Students should report to school at 8:30 a.m. 

All students MUST wear a face mask indoors and outside. Random temperature checks will take place. 

Each student should line-up behind their room number or portable letter. Social distancing of 3 feet  is 

expected at all times. To ensure a safe environment, parents will not be allowed within the front or 

back gates. A designated staff member will ensure that your child safely gets to class. All parent 

meetings will be by phone, virtual or in-person (by appointment only). We encourage you to call the 

school or email any questions that you may have prior to the first day.   

To keep everyone safe, please stress to your child the importance of keeping his/her mask on in 

school unless instructed otherwise by school staff.  

Breakfast will be served in the classroom from 8:35 a.m. - 9:05 a.m. If your child does not eat breakfast in 

school, please make sure he/she eats a healthy breakfast at home.  School lunch will be provided and 

served in the classroom.
