Entering, Emerging, Transitioning and Expanding
Students Will:
Choose a season of the year. They will write and preform a short play to persuade an audience that this season is the best.
Students can gather information (facts about their season) from a variety of sources (online, traditional text, articles) to decide the season/weather they like best. They can take notes by listing words and sentences that describe that season. They can include words that offer details about the weather and things people do in that season. They can include the holidays that occur during the season. (ex. snowy, snow, hot, sunny, chilly, crisp, leaves, fresh, warm, bright, breezy, comfortable, Thanksgiving, New Year’s Day)

Students share their ideas with their partners referring to their notes. They talk about why they believe a certain season is the best including the details that support their opinions.
Students create a persuasive skit or play about the season they prefer. They can include details about the weather and seasonal activities. They can wear or display pictures of the clothes people wear during that season and act out some of the things people do.  Students can use newly acquired academic language in their class presentation.
